Location:

The food vending area will be located within the Syncrude Centre on the main floor. Vendor booth placement will be assigned at the time of signing this contract.
Acceptance:

Events Wood Buffalo [the Event Host] reserves the right to limit the quantity and types of food Vendors allowed to operate on the Event site.  We also reserve the right to refuse an application by a food Vendor based on limited space, types of food being offered, and past performance at the Event.  In the event that an application is refused, all Vendor fees will be promptly refunded.

Vendor Fee:

Food vending fees, per 10’ x 10’ booth space, are as follows:

-For Profit Vendors: $500.00

-Non-Profit Vendors: $250.00 

1. While 2012 winterMARKETPLACE reserves the right to refuse participation in the Event, early application and payment of fee increase the likelihood that your application will be accepted. Cheques are to be made payable to “Events Wood Buffalo” and can be delivered to 151 C.A. Knight Way, Fort McMurray, AB, T9H 5C5.
2. Refunds for withdrawals from the Festival will be assessed on an individual basis. All such refunds will be subject to a $50 administration fee that will be deducted from the refund amount.
3. It is the responsibility of the food vendor to obtain any applicable licenses or permits relating to the sale and service of food.
Vendor Identification:  Each Vendor will be provided with an identification card/badge.  If you require more than one identification card/badge, please advise by email to vendor@eventswoodbuffalo.com 
Vehicle Access:  Vehicle access to the parking lot will be limited to non-Event hours. You will be required to present your Vendor Identification prior to being allowed on the immediate site. Vehicle access is only for the purposes of loading and unloading supplies. No vehicles are allowed to park on the immediate site unless special arrangements have been made.
Security/Vendor Access: Event Security will be patrolling the site 24 hours a day.  If you plan on leaving supplies at your location overnight, please be advised that your security needs will be passed along to the security staff; however, ultimately anything left on site is at your own risk. Events Wood Buffalo will not be held responsible for any instances of damage or theft.
Power: A limited supply of power will be provided by the Host. Should Vendor operations require quantities above and beyond this amount, it will be the Vendor's responsibility to make alternate arrangements. Please clearly define your need when completing the Application.
Water: The Host is unable to provide a constant water source. 

 

Waste: Any liquid or solid wastes produced by the Vendor are the responsibility of the Vendor and must be disposed in accordance with all municipal regulations.

Public Health Approval: You will need a Special Events Food Permit Application form. Please note that all food vendors must contact Northern Lights Environmental Health Services at (780) 791-6078 for approval at least two weeks prior to the Event date. In the event that you are already permitted through your home region, please be advised that a copy of your permit will be required to ensure validity.

Pricing of Goods for Sale:  The pricing of saleable goods is left up to the discretion of each Vendor and is not regulated by the Host. Vendors are expected to settle any pricing related issues between themselves in a professional and respectful manner.
